[bookmark: _m92txn9yzh33]Why construct a technical resume?
Highlight Your Fit & Relevance
Different industries have unique skill sets, qualifications, and terminology that they value. By tailoring your resume to a particular industry or function, you can highlight the relevant experiences and skills that directly align with the job requirements, increasing your chances of catching the employer's attention.

Speak Their Language
Different industries often have specific jargon and technical terms. Using specific terminology in your resume demonstrates your familiarity with the field or function and can help you establish credibility with potential employers.

Stand Out (in a Good Way)
Imagine your resume in a stack of 100 resumes or compiled in a PDF packet of 500 resumes. An industry-specific resume that quickly highlights your relevant skills and experiences can make a strong first impression and increase your chances of moving forward in the hiring process.

[bookmark: _kgqu1ptbdmvv]Technical Resume Tips
Tech resumes are extremely subjective, and you are going to see a lot of conflicting advice out there. The advice we have is based on what will satisfy the majority of recruiters. If one of your top companies has other specific preferences for the resume, be sure to follow the guidance for that firm’s application. 

Header Section
Include a link to your github or stackoverflow profile with some recent work on it. This will allow the recruiter to see what you are currently working on and your practical experience. If your work is not recent, do not include these links. 

Skills Section
Putting the skills section first is an excellent idea, especially since recruiters screening for technical roles can immediately check these hard skills off. This is commonly seen in Computer Science resumes as well. You can also use the following categories:
· Languages: Java, Python, JavaScript, R
· Frameworks: Angular, React
· Tools: Docker, Looker, Git, Jenkins
· Databases: MongoDB
· Cloud: AWS, Google Cloud

Experience Section 
While using strong action verbs to start bullets is important, it helps quantify impact earlier in the bullet than specify results at the end (Ex: "cost savings of $2M+") every single time. Quantifying the result at the beginning of the bullet catches the recruiter's eye even if they don't read the whole sentence.


Projects Section
This section goes above leadership experiences for tech industry resumes. Peers in Computer Science will do the same, especially when they have some technical projects with impact. Make sure you quantify and be as descriptive as possible.

Leadership Experience & Activities Section
Use experiences without bullets or descriptions sparingly, and only to show well-rounded-ness or long-standing campus involvement. Here you can show who you are or what you care about.

· Technical Skills (e.g., Assembled, Automated, Built, Calculated, Coded, Deployed, Designed, Diagnosed, Engineered, Launched, Installed, Tested, Troubleshooted, Upgraded, Programmed)
· Problem Solving & Innovation (e.g., Refined, Rewrote, Remodeled, Repaired, Solved, Discovered, Advanced, Innovated, Optimized, Troubleshot, Analyzed, Implemented, Generated, Designed)
· Teamwork and Project Management skills (e.g., Led, Managed, Directed, Oversaw, Coordinated, Executed, Facilitated, Managed, Guided, Mentored, Orchestrated, Collaborated, Communicated, Consulted, Presented)
· Data Analysis and Visualization skills (e.g., Analyzed, Visualized, Processed, Extracted, Manipulated, Modeled, Interpreted, Derived Insights, Transformed Data, Presented Findings)
Suggested keywords, if applicable to your experience: A/B test, CRM, MVP, OKRs, SQL, UX, SaaS, AI/ML, machine learning, cloud, automation, cybersecurity, agile development, front end, back end, workflow development, testing, debugging, data, security, mobile and web development
